Friday, 27 Oct. - Pope Francis calls for 
World Day of Fasting and Prayer for Peace 

In his weekly general audience last week, Pope 
Francis invited people throughout the world to a

(5 pm Irish time) in 
St. Peter’s Basilica, he will lead an hour of prayer

“peace in our days, peace in this world,” . 
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 Highlights from the Synod 
The first session of the Synod draws to a 
close on Sun. Oct. 29.  Synod delegates 

have been discussing throughout this week 
the assembly’s final document, which is 
set to be voted on in the evening of Oct. 

28. They are also due to vote on the 
publication of a separate, brief "Letter to 

the People of God" that is meant to convey 
the general experience of the synod.
