Completion of Painting work at Mountrath Church 
We will shortly begin phase three, the final phase, of the painting of Mountrath Church. This work is linked in with 
the replastering of part of the back wall of the church. Now that the leaking valley is repaired (and the walls have 

finally dried out) we are in a position to go ahead with the remainder of the work. To access this work (in the 
gallery area) we will be erecting a scaffolding tower adjacent to the right internal church door entrance. As 

regards restoring the plaster work on part of the back wall we will be using a lime plaster in keeping with the style 
and type and age of the building. This process takes a bit longer to apply and cure (in comparison to conventional 

methods) but it is firmly in keeping with best practice. When the plasterwork is complete we will then be in a 
position to go ahead and complete the painting of the back wall  - Once again we rely on your goodwill and co-

operation and once again with your goodwill and co-operation we will keep Mountrath Church open and in use (and 
safe to use) for the duration of this final works phase.  Also work has begun on the provision of toilet facilities and 

some office space (at the back of the church) for the convenience of church users.
