to hear from using the template as a tool. The intentional listening that might take place between two people over a cup of coffee will be

equally welcome . Ayouth listening template will be offered also.
Digital submissions from parishes will be able to be submitted to a dedicated email address Guidelines for how the submissions can be
assembled will also be offered in due course.
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Towards a Synodal Church,

On 7th March 2021 Pope Francis convoked the |6th Ordinary General Assembly of the Synod of Rishops, to be held in October
20723 on the theme: "For a synodal Church: - Communion, Participation and Mission”. Over the coming weeks we here in the
Parishes of Mountrath - Ballyfin will be meeting to prepare our submission to be presented to the Diocese - At the end of May after
conducting consultation and listening. and after hosting a Synodal gathering to synthesize the fruits of this consultation, each

diocese will submit their Synodal document to the Irish Bishops' Conference .
