This October the RSA's Check it Fits service will be visiting County Laois. Did you know
it's the law that all children under [a0cms or SBkgs must use a child car seat
appropriate to their weight and height.

Since the start of 2023, the RSA's ‘Check it Fits' Service has checked over 30,000
child car seats and restraints in Ireland.

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Update on Repairs to St. Fintan's Church, Mountrath
Over the past month or so we have been working on the roof and roof gutters
of the church.

The following repairs have been effected.

. Repairs to the valley (between the church spire and the main roof. This valley
has been |eaking for years now and in spite of engaging steeplejacks and people
who claim to be experts in this field we have been unable, up to now, to track
down the leak. | am happy to relate that we have now “tracked down" the leak
and it is now fully repaired.
2. The roof qutters were in very bad repair
We have done the following with the qutters
All qutters cleaned out and washed down (There was a tree growing in one of
the gutters) - this has now been remaoved
All leaking joints repaired ( which was most joints)
Al qutters sanded and prepared for painting
7 coat specialized paint applied to all the gutters.
Downpipes and the other pipes which are taking rain water from the higher roof
were cleaned down - repaired where necessary and 2 coats paint applied.
All bushes and trees and a leylandii hedge (which was dead) and which were
growing wild on the convent side of the church have been remaoved.
This work was needed to be carried to allow access to the qutters - Also it
allows additional (and much needed) light inta the church.
All roof flashings attended to - checked out and replaced where necessary.
Some missing slates were replaced .

Some defective [ead flashing was remaoved and replaced with new lead flashing.

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To access the gutters and the roof, we hired out 2 boom hoists. - just to say that the
highest paoint which needed to be accessed was in excess of 70 feet from ground

level. - One of the hoists we used was the largest of its kind in |reland.

Now that the roof (and valley) are repaired we can now proceed with the completion

of the painting of the church - mostly in the choir gallery area.
